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Weaving his way through a multi-car accident, just a few feet from
the chec%(ered flag, A.]. Foyt became the fourth three-time winner in
“500” history. The action-packed race, with all the ingredients ofd
Hollywood movie plot, started with Parnelli Jones jumping into a com-
manding lead in the radical gas turbine-powered STP Special, owned

by the colorful Granatelli Brothers. A sudden rainstorm caused the
race to be suspended on the 18thlap and as it was still pouring late in the afternoon, the remaining
182 laps were postponed until the following morning. When the green flag was once again dis-
played, Parnelli immediately resumed his mastery o the field. Even a tangle with Lee Roy Yar-
brough’s spinning car failed to slow the kerosene-burning “Whooshmobile”. Only four laps
from victory, Parnelli was forced out with gear box failure and Foyt, who had been trailing by
three-quarters of a lap, found himself in the lead. As Foyt was rounding his last turn, Bobby
Grim broke a halfshaft and spun Into the wall. Chuck Hulse and Carl Williams also crashed
while Bud Tingelstad and Larry Dickson spun to avoid the melee. Immediately after Foyt crossed
the finish line the race was stopped. In spite of the spectacular accidents which marred the race
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and practice sesslons, there were no serious injuries.

It was solc
to an outfit known as Interstate Racing Chain which very quickly
went bankrupt. It was taken over by Lindsey Hopkins who ran in
the 1967 500 with Chuck Hulse driving.

If yc
could reveal the name of the previous. owner, perhaps we could tre
